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The Morehead Police Department would like to remind motorists that classes have resumed at both Rowan County Schools and Morehead State University.

Motorists are reminded to drive safely and obey all traffic safety laws.  Obey the speed limit and be aware of the larger number of vehicles and pedestrians, especially in school areas.  Remember to stop for pedestrians in a crosswalk because they have the right of way.  Allow yourself an adequate amount of time to arrive at your destinations safely without the temptation to speed. Motorists who are stopping at the middle school / pre school area should note that, by ordinance, Sun Street is one way going east from 7:30 to 8:30 am and again from 2:30 to 3:30 pm while school is in session.  Vehicles that park on the yellow curbs in this area, even if to attend school functions etc., will be ticketed. North Blair Avenue is one way going south from West Sun Street to West Main Street during the same times. 
Motorists should contact their schools and make themselves aware of any new roads and/or traffic flow in the area. 
Officers from the Morehead Police Department will be enforcing traffic safety laws vigorously in an effort to make this school year a safe one for everybody.
